	Literacy – Reading, Writing, phonics

Try starting a simple diary where your child can write a sentence or 2 about what they have done each day. Please help your child to say their sentence aloud as they write and to use finger spaces and sitting their writing on the line. Let them use the sounds they can hear in each word – don’t worry about every word being spelt correctly.  
	Maths 
Go on a 2d shape hunt around your house. Draw pictures of all the circle, oblong, square, triangle,    pentagon, hexagon shaped things you find.

What is the difference between a 2d flat shape and a 3d shape? Compare circle with a cylinder and sphere, oblong with a cuboid, square with a cube, triangle with a pyramid. This time go on a 3d shape hunt around your house. (https://www.twinkl.co.uk/resource/t-n-2545028-eyfs-naming-3d-shapes-home-learning-challenges)
Begin to use money. Introduce 1p 2p coins first. Make a pretend shop and label items with amounts to 10p. Give your child a purse with 1p and 2p coins and encourage them to count out the correct money. Help them to always start with the biggest amount coin first. i.e. touch count the 2p coins twice and 1p coins once when making totals. 


	Knowledge and Understanding of the World
Use the live web cams from zoos around the world to see what the animals are up to. 

Chester zoo is a good website to use but lots of others have live cameras too. 

Look out of your window, in the garden or go for a walk in the fields to spot different birds. Learn their names, make them some food to eat.
