	Challenge 1: Literacy
Every day in class we display the date on the classroom wall.  
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Create a diary.  Write the date each day and write a simple sentence to say what you have done.  

In the future your children or grandchildren might read your diary to find out about what your life was like in Newcastle in 2020.


	Challenge 2: PSHE
Find a container such as a jar, a box or a special bag that you can store special things inside.  
Every time that you wish you could go somewhere, treat yourself, see someone you love, visit a new place, invite people to visit you, write it on a small piece of paper and put in the container.  
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When things return to normal, this can be your bucket list of things to do.  You’ll be more grateful than ever for the little and lovely things in your life!

	Challenge 1: Maths
Put objects (e.g pens, pencils, socks, shoes, counters, lego bricks, sweets) into groups of 2, 5 or 10 and count in 2s, 5s and/or 10s to find the total.  Now find as many 2p, 5p or 10p coins as you can in your house.  Count in 2s, 5s or 10s to find the total. 
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Challenge for Year 1 Pupils: Can you write addition number sentences to match to show the total amount?

Challenge for Year 2 Pupils: Can you write addition number sentences and multiplication number sentences to match to show the total amount?
