Your homework is your choice! There are 9 challenges to choose from below. Please try and complete 6 challenges this week.
	Challenge 1

Measuring in mm and cm
Measure objects around your home and record them into your homework book. Record smaller objects first and then larger objects next. Add some of the smaller objects lengths to the larger ones and check to make sure your answer is correct by lying them next to each other and using your ruler again. 

Draw a bar chart to record the smallest and largest items.
	Challenge 2
Pizza Fractions addition
Make a homemade Pizza… plan to chop it into different slices. Record how many parts you chopped it into and how many fractions of the pizza you ate. You can add fractions too… ¼ of a pizza add ¼ of a pizza = 2/4 of a pizza (or ½). 
	Challenge 3
Geography
With a parent, investigate your local area. Go for a Spring walk and record what you see. You could do this with a phone and watch back when you get home. Answer the question: What is my local area being used for? Who uses it? Has it changed at all recently? What could happen in the future where I live?

	Challenge 4
Geography
Type in your house into google maps. See if you can activate street view and record the way you would usually walk to school… i.e left at the end of the road onto bedeburn road. Straight ahead at the traffic lights (if you’re driving).
	Challenge 5
Fantastic Mr Fox
Mr Fox has dug his holes and stole lots of food from the three farmers. Put yourself in one of the farmer’s shoes and design a trap to catch the Fox. It must have something to lure the fox in, it must blend in with its surroundings so Mr Fox doesn’t see it and it must be big enough for a fox.
