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History/Geography





The children will be looking into the water cycle and rivers.





History skills: Investigating how water systems have developed over time.


Geography Skills: The children will be learning about the journey water goes on from the river to the sea and into our homes. They will be learning about the elements in the water cycle including evaporation, condensation, precipitation and transpiration. The children will be locating local and world rivers on maps and identifying different features of them. Finally the children will be comparing water systems across the world. The children will develop observational skills, use fieldwork techniques and present findings clearly using text, maps and diagrams.


Application of maths across the curriculum: Coordinates, 8 point compass, grid referencing.   Application of Literacy across the curriculum: Reviews, recounts, Reading and comprehension work from class novel Kensuke’s Kingdom (adventure based on water).











PSHE


The children will look at prevention being better than cure. They will look at how sanitation systems are different across the world and what we can do to help prevent diseases/people dying.


They will also learn to recognise their worth as individuals by identifying positive things about themselves and their achievements, seeing their mistakes, making amends and setting personal goals. They will learn how to face new challenges positively by collecting information, looking for help, making responsible choices, and taking action. 


Finally they will learn how to prepare for change, for example, transferring to secondary school. This will be complemented by class novel Kensuke’s Kingdom which is about new adventures/transitioning to new environments. Circle times will also focus on transitions.


The children will also be taught about puberty by the school nurse.
