	Challenge 1

Time

Write 5 original similes about Little Bull and/or Omri. (Remember a simile is a comparison which uses like or as.)
E.g

Omri’s face was as red as a fresh tomato when Patrick told the teacher about Little Bull.

Little Bull’s legs were trembling like jelly when he first saw Omri.
	Challenge 6
Research Dreamcatchers and find out how and why they are used. Then design your own dreamcatcher and make it if you can.

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	Challenge 9

· Patrick arguing with the girl at lunch and falling on the floor with Little Bull and Boone in his pocket.
· Being sent to the Head Teacher and Patrick telling him about Little Bull and Boone.
