Support your child in practicing correct letter formation and writing their full name independently. 
Encourage your child to write short sentences about their day using finger spaces and sitting their writing on the line. 
	Maths 
Make some number cards to 20 (30 to extend) and practice mixing up and then ordering the numbers. Pose questions about numbers before, numbers after, in between. What would 1 more make? What would 1 less make? 

Practice making sets of objects to 20. Collect and count cereal, sweets, pasta, coins, toys to match each number. 

Practice number formation of numbers to 20 (30 to extend)
	Knowledge and Understanding of the World
Draw, paint or collage an animal that lives in the Arctic, Africa or in our homes with us. 

Use your toys and junk modelling to make a zoo. Make the animals to go in each area. 

Use the internet/you tube videos/ books to watch and learn about animals that live in the Arctic, Antarctic, Africa. 

Help to take care of your pets at home. What care does your pet need? Food, water, warm home etc. 



	Communication and Language
Share story books together. Talk about the characters and what happens at the beginning, middle and end of the book. 
Dress up and re enact your favourite stories. 

Play guessing games about animals that live in the locations mentioned. ‘Can you describe the animal and I will guess which one it is.’

	Creative Development

Sing songs and make up your own dances to music. 
Talk about Spring and draw/paint some spring flowers. 
Make playdough, gloop or slime for your child to play with and explore. 
Use your toys to make up your own stories and adventures.
	Physical Development
Play board games together and do jigsaws. 

Search for ‘Jump Start Jonny’ videos on you tube and copy the movements to keep fit and strong. 
Play games in your garden – football, trampoline, skipping. 

Practice cutting with scissors, using a knife and fork, tying your shoe laces.
