What words tell you how the character is feeling? 

 

How might you solve the problem of the character in 

your story? 

Would you have done something different? 

 

Can you explain what happened in each chapter using 

only one or two sentences? 

 

Is this book one of your favourites?   

Is this one of your favourite authors? 

Can you explain your answers? 

 

What do you think will happen next?  Can you explain 

why you think that?  (Encourage them to use clues in 

the text) 

 

Can you talk about what you did and did not like 

about the story and explain why you feel that way?
