 Encourage your child to start at the red dot and follow the formation correctly.
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	Maths
Count, count and count so more!
Have a go at making and octopus. How many legs will he need? Can you use cereal to put the correct amount of tentacles on each leg? This is great for fine motor too!
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You could print some shell templates from twinkl or just make your own using paper/ card. Number them then ask your child to count out the right number of pegs to match each card. Using their pincer to squeeze the pegs is great for their fine motor development too.
