Nursery School closure activity ideas to try at home. 
	Personal, Social and Emotional Development

There is so much that can be done in the home and to encourage effective PSED.  Here are just a few ideas that can be incorporated into your typical day this week:

· Play games; take turns and play by the rules.

· Share things; share out snacks or toys or bricks and encourage little ones to do so as well.

· Look at family photographs. Recall the day, where you were, who was with you what happened etc.
	 Communication and Language

Share story books together. Talk about the characters and what happens at the beginning, middle and end of the book. 

Dress up and re enact your favourite stories.

Musical statues!! Dance when the music’s on and freeze when it stops. It’s as simple as that. You might know it as some ice-breaker entertainment for a birthday party, but it’s also great for an attention and listening exercise.

Gross motor

Balloon and Bubble Play

Children can chase bubbles and try to pop as many as possible. While chasing them, they have to run, jump, zigzag and move in ways that require sudden shifts in balance and weight. The same goes for throwing and trying to catch or kick balloons. For more structured play, you can set up a game of balloon volleyball.

Fine motor

Playing with Sponges

A new, clean sponge, some water and two bowls are all you need for another activity to build fine motor skills. Fill a bowl with water and leave the other empty. Your child can soak the sponge in the water and then squeeze out the sponge into the other bowl. It’s a simple game that can strengthen hands and forearms. 

Threading pasta (If you can get your hands on it!)

Threading pasta tubes is a great way of getting your child’s fingers busy! They could use a spaghetti stick to see how many pasta tubes they can fit on or give them some wool or string and get them crafting some jewellery for mum!



	Maths
Count, count and count some more! Encourage counting activities all around the house. How many steps to get upstairs? How many spoons in the cutlery drawer? How many socks are going into the washing machine?

Have a go at making some number flash cards 0-10 and see if your child can make sets of objects to match each number.
	Creative

Sing songs and make up your own dances to music. 

If you have any duplo/ lego/ mobilo, have a go at building your house.

Talk about Spring and draw/paint some spring flowers.

So far the children have learnt about firefighters, doctors nurses and police. Can you introduce the role of a lollypop person? What do they do? Why is that job important?
